“I’m Dr. Fred Goodwin and this is The Infinite Mind. Today on The Infinite Mind: how we learn.”
“New neuroscience is leading us to question old assumptions about how we learn.

Perhaps an old dog can learn new tricks” (from the expressions, “You can’t teach an old dog new tricks.”)
“In order to learn something new, you need to be like a child—play like a kind does.”
“The story of one gifted student who taught himself how to learn—even though he could barely read.”
“I’m Dr. Fred Goodwin. When we enter the world, our minds are not exactly blank slates. We’re born with our own unique temperament and an array of instincts.  When it comes to learning, our brains are individually pre-programmed. That program is activated by the environment.”

But how much stimulation does it take to activate each individual’s learning program?
